The Tri-Cities are in a semi-arid climate. Receiving an average of 5 to 7 inches of precipitation every year. Winds constantly exceed 30 mph when Chinook wind problems appear. While there are an average 225 clear days every year, these are mainly between April 1 and November 1. Temperatures range from as low as −10 °F (−23 °C) in the winter to as high as 110 °F (43 °C) in the summer, and even reached 113 °F (45 °C) in July 2006. The region receives a yearly average of seven inches of snow but has received as much as 50 inches. Due to the semi-arid climate and very large amounts of sand, a annoying problem to residents is the amount of dust blown about by the winds. Because of rivers, a large amount of cheap irrigation is available.
